The
prepared public speaking event requires participants to write and deliver a six-to-eight minute speech in
front of a panel of judges. Scoring is based on the written manuscript, the delivery of the speech and the
answers to questions. The 2003-04 Iowa FFA Officers, through the lowa FFA Foundation, sponsored

this year’s event.
